English is not the first language of
many people living in our region.
Being unable to communicate
can cause many psychological
problems leading to depression,
anxiety and a fear of leaving the
home environment.

English Language Partners helps

adults use and understand English,

even if they have absolutely no
command of it.

In most cases tuition is free

(the only exceptions are some
work visa holders and migrants
who have pre-paid funds with
NZ Immigration Service). Adult
refugees and migrants from non-
English-speaking backgrounds
are elligible for help, also some
people on work visas can be
assisted.

Some students have lived in New
Zealand for years and have never
had the opportunity to develop
English language. Whether a new
arrival or a long time resident,
English Language Partner tutors
are happy to help.

Tuition is weekly | —2 hour one
on one sessions, either in the
home or at a mutually arranged
place. This is enhanced by small
classes in Paraparaumu | -2
hours per week, and Levin 2 —
